Administrators’ Salary Compensation Report

Mr. Pain stated that Public Act 96-0434 and Public Act 96-0266 both amend the School Code to requires every school district in Illinois to create a current itemized salary compensation report for every employee holding an administrative certificate and working in that capacity. Mr. Pain further stated that law requires that the Administrators’ Salary Compensation Report be presented at a Board of Education meeting, be submitted to the Regional Superintendent, posted on the district website, and  requires districts to post all collective bargaining agreements on their websites.  Mr. Pain recommended that the Board approve the Administrators’ Salary Compensation Report be approved for positing on the district website

Authorization for Teacher to Teach Additional Classes

Mr. Pain stated that in order to accommodate student numbers and rather than hire another part-time teacher, Mr. Pain recommended that the Board authorize teacher Brittany Doyle to teach these additional study skills classes for three terms during the 2009-2010 school year.
A motion was made by Mr. Macek and seconded by Mr. Balcerzak that the Board of Education permit Brittany Doyle to teach 3 term classes at $1,111.71 per class of study skills for the 2009-2010 school year for a total additional amount of $3,335.14. Mrs. Molinare also stated that District 843 will be hosting the joint board dinner sometime in the month of February and would inform members of the exact date when it has been confirmed.
