As to expulsion, the Board further moves to hold the expulsion in abeyance pending completion of the above, as well as full pro-rata restitution on or before October 30, 2009, ongoing counseling, and a report from a counselor regarding Student A2009 to be presented to the Superintendent on or before December 31, 2009, and successful completion by Student A2009 of the 7th and 8th grade years without a further suspension or serious disciplinary detention (as determined by the Superintendent)..
