Committee Meeting Report

Mr. Pain presented a report from the October 14, 2009 District Improvement Team Meeting that was held to those in attendance.
Resignation of Staff
Mr. Pain stated that a letter of resignation had been received from clerical aide Deb Hill.  Mr. Pain recommended that the Board accept the resignation of Ms. Hill.

A motion was made by Mr. Balcerzak and seconded by Mrs. Lenz that the Board of Education accept the letter of resignation from Deb Hill effective October 23, 2009.  After a voice vote, the motion carried.  
Request for Family Medical Leave
Mr. Pain stated that the Board had received from a tenured teacher and recommended that the Board grant the request.
A motion was made by Mr. Macek and seconded by Mr. Balcerzak that the Board grant the request of employee #1014 for a family medical leave to begin September 9, 2009 and end approximately November 20, 2009 and under the customary conditions and with the provision that employee #1014 not take employment in a public or private school during the length of the family medical care leave.  After a voice vote, the motion carried.
Mr. Pain stated that the Board had received from a teacher and recommended that the Board grant the request.
A motion was made by Mr. Macek and seconded by Mrs. Lenz that the Board grant the request of employee #1015 for a family medical leave to begin approximately January 25, 2010 and end approximately April 1, 2010 and under the customary conditions and with the provision that employee #1015 not take employment in a public or private school during the length of the family medical care leave.  After a voice vote, the motion carried.

Mr. Pain stated that the Board had received a letter from a teacher requesting a family medical leave of absence and recommended that the Board grant the request.
A motion was made by Mrs. Lenz and seconded by Mr. Macek that the  Board grant the request of employee #1016 for a family medical leave to begin approximately October 7, 2009 and end approximately October 26, 2009 and under the customary conditions and with the provision that employee #1016 not take employment in a public or private school during the length of the family medical care leave.  After a voice vote, the motion carried.  
Employment of Staff
Mr. Pain presented the personnel file of Richard Schereck to the Board and recommended that Mr. Schereck be employed as full time teacher to fill a family medical leave of absence.

A motion was made by Mr. Macek and seconded by Mr. Balcerzak that the Board of Education employ Richard Schereck, currently a .5 teacher during the 2009-2010 school year, be employed as a full time teacher from approximately September 28, 2009 until approximately November 20, 2009 on the prorated BA Lane, Step 1 location of the 2009-2010 teacher salary schedule.
Mr. Pain presented the personnel file of Anita Beidermann to the Board for review and recommended that Ms. Beidermann as a lunchroom supervisor at a daily rate of $25.44 beginning September 23, 2009. Mr. Pain stated that the daily rate is the daily rate for both DJR ($12.72) and the new kindergarten lunch duties ($12.72).
A motion was made by Mr. Balcerzak and seconded by Mrs. Lenz that the Board of Education employ the individual listed in the minutes of this meeting effective September 23, 2009. The personnel file of Kyle Fischer was presented to the Board for review.  Mr. Pain recommended that the Board employ Mr. Fischer to fill the family medical leave at the Walker School.
A motion was made by Mr. Macek and seconded by Mr. Balcerzak that the Board of Education employ Kyle Fischer, be employed as a teacher from approximately January 4, 2010 until the end of the 2009-2010 school year and on the prorated BA Lane, Step 1 location of the 2009-2010 teacher salary schedule.  Roll Call Vote:  Mr. Doyle aye, Mr. Balcerzak aye, Mrs. Molinare aye, Mrs. Kenny aye, Mrs. Lenz aye, Mr. Macek aye, Mrs. Murphy aye.  Motion carried:  7 ayes, 0 nays.  
Authorization to Sign Intergovernmental Agency Agreement 

Mr. Pain stated that school districts traditionally has been eligible for Medicaid funds when specific students are eligible and serviced.  Mr. Pain recommended that the Board authorize the Superintendent to initiate the agreement with the Illinois Department of Healthcare and Family Services for reimbursement of expenditures.
A motion was made by Mr. Balcerzak and seconded by Mrs. Lenz that the Board of Education authorize the Superintendent to sign the agreement with the Illinois Department of Healthcare and Family Services for reimbursement of expenditures for the school based health services program.  After a voice vote, the motion carried.
Acceptance of the 2008-2009 Audit

Mr. Ed McCormick, Audit Supervisor for the District’s auditing firm presented the recent audit at this point in the meeting to those in attendance. 
A motion was made by Mr. Macek and seconded by Mr. Balcerzak that the Board of Education accept the Fiscal Year 2009 Audit as presented.  After a voice vote, the motion carried.
Authorization to Conduct 2009 Levy Hearing 

Mr. Pain stated that each school district is required to certify annually and return to the respective county clerk(s) and that on or before the last Tuesday in December, the certificate of tax levy.   Mr. Pain stated that the basic requirements of The Truth in Taxation Act require that at least 30 days prior to the adoption of its aggregate levy, the local board of education shall estimate the dollar amount of the aggregate levy for the current year exclusive of election cost and recommended that the Board authorized the publication of the notice that to conduct the 2009 levy hearing at the December 9, 2009 Board Meeting.  

A motion was made by Mr. Macek and seconded by Mr. Balcerzak that the Board of Education authorize the Superintendent to publish notice of the 2009 Levy Hearing at 8:00 PM on December 9, 2009.  After a voice vote, the motion carried.  
Authorization To Publish Annual Financial Report
Mr. Pain recommended that the Board authorize the publishing of the annual financial report for the Fiscal Year 2009.

A motion was made by Mr. Balcerzak and seconded by Mr. Macek that the Board authorize the Superintendent to publish the Fiscal Year 2009 Annual Financial Report.  After a voice vote, the motion carried.  
Permission for Superintendent to Engage in Limited University Teaching

A motion was made by Mr. Balcerzak and seconded by Mrs. Lenz that the Board of Education allow the Superintendent to engage in limited university teaching for the Spring Session 2010.  After a voice vote, the motion carried.
Residency Hearings
Mr. Pain and members of the Board discussed the possibility of conducting hearings for residency issues and the way that the Board of Education would wish to conduct this type of hearings. 
Mr. Pain requested that the Board provide direction.  Members of the Board agreed that a hearing officer would be appointed to hear the residency issues that would.

Members of the Board entered into a discussion of the resolutions that would be presented at the November Board Conference.
