During the recent inspection, five of seven schools were compliant. At one school, the violation consisted of materials stacked too close to the ceiling (blockage of ceiling sprinkler). This issue has been corrected. At the other school, the violation was that of paper covering ceiling lights (fire hazard). This issue has been addressed as well.
Will County Health Department Food and Drink Service Permit
Mrs. Rains stated that Hilda Walker School and Summit Hill Jr. High School are now in the process of attaining a Food and Drink Permit.
