EX - Mary Chen’s books were on the table.


  Her books were on the table.

There are two forms of possessive pronouns.  One form is used before nouns.  The other always stands alone.

     his, hers, its        theirs 


Before nouns: 
1. Her mug is red. 

(PN)(N)

2. Our glasses are clean. (Our-Pronoun glasses-noun)

Stand alone:

3. That mug is theirs. 

4. This is mine, not hers. 

Do not confuse possessive pronouns with contractions. Possessive pronouns DO NOT have apostrophes!
