p. 295     Using we and us with Nouns

The pronouns we and us are often used before nouns for emphasis.  

Use the subject pronoun we with a subject or after a linking verb.  

EX - 
We girls are the state champions.



The winning players were we boys.

Use the object pronoun us with a direct object or after words such as to, in, for, and at.

EX - 
The team needs us fans.



The crowd cheers for us heroes.
