Prepositional phrases can also describe nouns and pronouns.  When they do they are called adjective phrases.  

They can answer such questions as what kind? or which one?
EX - 
Everyone in the gym is cheering.


      The door to the building is locked.

Adjective phrases come AFTER the words they modify.

EX - 
wild lion




lion in the wild


neighborhood dogs

dogs of the neighborhood
