Employment of Staff
Mr. Pain presented the personnel file of Sandra Coghlan to the Board and recommended that Ms. Coghlan be employed as clerical aide at a daily rate of $8.65 per hour.

Authorization to execute the p-Card Use Agreement
Mr. Pain recommended that the Board authorize the issuance of a p-card program for Summit Hill School District to issue cards through the Bank of Montreal.  Mr. Pain stated that the use of the p-card program will simplify the purchase of items for the district while meeting the provisions of the Illinois School Code for purchasing without competitive bids and would provide the proper documentation of purchases to meet accounting standards.

A motion was made by Mr. Macek and seconded by Mrs. Lenz that the Board of Education authorize the President and Secretary of The Board of Education of Summit Hill School District #161 are authorized to enter into an agreement with the Bank of Montreal to secure procurement cards for each authorized person under such terms and conditions as approved by this school board. The Board of Education hereby expressly authorizes the Director of Finance to execute the p-Card Use Agreement on behalf of the Board of Education.  After a voice vote, the motion carried.

Rise in Student Absenteeism
