A motion was made by Mrs. Molinare and seconded by Mr. Balcerzak that the Board of Education accept the letter of retirement/resignation of Merline Jacobson effective at the end of the 2011-2012 school year. After a voice vote, the motion carried.
Mr. Pain stated that the Board had received a letter of retirement/resignation from Nancy Clarey effective at the end of the 2012-2013 school year.  Mr. Pain recommended that the Board accept Ms. Clarey’s letter of retirement/resignation.

A motion was made by Mr. Macek and seconded by Mr. Balcerzak that the Board of Education accept the letter of retirement/resignation of Nancy Clarey effective at the end of the 2012-2013 school year. After a voice vote, the motion carried.
Resignation of Staff

Mr. Pain stated that the Board had received a letter of resignation from Janet Broda.    Mr. Pain recommended that the Board accept Ms. Broda’s letter of resignation as a lunchroom supervisor.

A motion was made by Mrs. Lenz and seconded by Mr. Balcerzak that the Board of Education accept the letter of resignation from Janet Broda. After a voice vote, the motion carried.  
Request for Family Medical Leave
Mr. Pain stated that the Board received a letter requesting a family medical leave for a support staff employee and recommended that the Board grant the request.
A motion was made by Mr. Balcerzak and seconded by Mr. Macek that the Board grant the request of employee #1017 for an intermittent family medical leave to begin November 13, 2009 for periods of two weeks under the customary conditions.  After a voice vote, the motion carried.
Mr. Pain stated that the Board received a letter requesting a medical leave from a teacher and recommended that the Board grant the request.

A motion was made by Mr. Macek and seconded by Mrs. Lenz that the Board grant the request of employee #1018 for a medical leave of absence to begin approximately February 8, 2010 and end approximately April 19, 2010 and under customary conditions and with the provision that employee #1018 not take employment in a public or private school during the length of the family medical care leave.  After a voice vote, the motion carried.
Mr. Pain stated that the Board received a letter requesting an extension of a family medical leave and recommended that the Board grant the request.

A motion was made by Mr. Macek and seconded by Mrs. Lenz that the Board grant the request of employee #1014 for an extension of a family medical leave which began approximately September 9, 2009 to now extend to January 2010 and under the customary conditions and with the provisions that employee #1014 not take employment in a public or private school during the length of the family medical care leave extention.  After a voice vote, the motion carried.
Mr. Pain recommended that the Board employ Mr. Richard Schereck to fill an extended FMLA leave.
A motion was made by Mr. Balcerzak and seconded that the Board employ Richard Schereck, currently a .5 teacher during the 2009-2010 school year, be employed as a full time teacher from approximately September 28, 2009 until January 2010 on the prorated BA Lane, Step 1 location ot the 2009-2010 teacher salary schedule. Mr. Pain presented the personnel file of Roberta Baker to the Board for review.  Mr. Pain recommended that the Board employ Ms. Baker as a lunchroom supervisor at the daily rate of 10.25 effective November 18, 2009.
A motion was made by Mrs. Lenz and seconded by Mr. Balcerzak that the Board employ the individual listed in the minutes of this meeting effective November 18, 2009.  Roll Call Vote: Mr. Doyle aye, Mrs. Molinare aye, Mr. Balcerzak aye, Mrs. Kenny aye, Mrs. Lenz aye, Mr. Macek aye.  Motion carried:  6 ayes, 0 nays.
Administrative Cost Cap
Mr. Pain stated that school districts with administrative expenditures per pupil in the 25th percentile and below may waive the limitation after a public hearing is held. Summit Hill falls below the 15th percentile in this category of spending.  Mr. Pain stated that the 2009-2010 budget shows an increase in Summit Hill administrative costs beyond the 5% limit established under 105 ILCS 5/17 – 1.5 Limitation of administrative costs and recommended that the Board of Education schedule a public hearing.  
A motion was made by Mr. Balcerzak and seconded by Mr. Macek that the Board schedule a public hearing concerning the Waiver of Limitation of Administrative Costs to be held at the regularly scheduled meeting of Wednesday, December 9, 2009 at 8 p.m. and that the public notice of the hearing be advertised in the district’s newspapers of record. Roll Call Vote: Mr. Doyle aye, Mrs. Molinare aye, Mr. Balcerzak aye, Mrs. Kenny aye, Mrs. Lenz aye, Mr. Macek aye.  Motion carried:  6 ayes, 0 nays
Authorization to File Library per Capita Grant
Mr. Pain recommended that the Board of Education authorize the Board President and the Superintendent to apply for the Library Per Capita Grant for the District.  Mr. Pain stated that the approval of this grant will continue to support the various important library programs in the District especially at the Mary Drew Elementary School.  Mr. Pain stated that this year, the grant gave the District $2607.50 in additional library funds.

A motion was made by Mrs. Lenz and seconded by Mr. Balcerzak that the Board of Education authorize the Board President and the Superintendent to file the Application for Per Capita Grant for the Summit Hill School District #161.  After a voice vote, the motion carried.

Mr. Pain stated that there are currently 3,684 students enrolled in the Summit Hill School District schools.

Ms. Schiro shared the results of the recent student NWEA/DIBELS testing of the district students.

February Workshop

Members of the Board discussed a date for the annual Board Workshop.  It was agreed that February 20, 2010 would be the date for this workshop meeting beginning at 8:30 AM.

Holiday Vacation Schedule

Mr. Pain stated that December 24 and December 31 will be observed as holidays this year for 12 month employees as they deserve the extra time with their families when they work so diligently all year long for our students.
