In our classroom, we have a “Star Student” program.  Every Friday I will choose one student to be the Star Student for the following week.  When I choose a student on Friday, he or she will get our Star Teddy Bear, named Sparkle, to take home over the weekend.  Sparkle also comes home with a small journal.  Over the weekend I would like the student to write about what activities he/she does with Sparkle.  Did Sparkle go to the store, to Grandma’s, where did he sleep, etc.  On Monday the Star Student returns Sparkle and the journal.  The student should also bring some items to share with the class that help us get to know our Star.  This replaces traditional Show-and-Tell.  The student will set up their items on a desk (please make sure that items are not too large for a desk).  Some suggestions are family photos, a favorite toy, a collection, souvenirs from vacation, etc.  Please make sure the items are not too expensive or breakable.  Items will remain on the desk for the week, and will come home on Friday.  Then we will choose the next Star Student.  This program serves to promote writing skills, speaking and listening skills, self esteem, and it will be just plain fun!
