1. Darken both x and y axis with ruler and give graph a scientific title.

2. Label axis (i.e. number of bubbles, growth of plant) and list UNITS.

    (Independent and Dependent Variables)

3. Number axis evenly by 1, 2, 4, 5, 10, 20, 40, etc. on each line.  Use 
    the graphing formula!

4. Plot points or make bar filling the boxes completely.  Include KEY if 
    needed.  (double line or bar graph)
5. Check points for accuracy.

6. Connect points to form a line graph from left to right or make your 
    bars evenly spread.  Color in.

Graphing Vocabulary
* graphing formula – divide range of values (numbers/data) to be 
  graphed by    number of squares on axis

* dependent variable – measureable factor on y axis
* independent variable – factor being changed on x axis (what you’re 
   testing)

* scientific title – dependent vs independent or y-axis vs x-axis
