CLASS RESPONSIBILITIES

1. Everything you do in this class is to promote good learning for yourself and everyone in the classroom.  It is your responsibility to set your learning goals at the highest and most realistic levels.  Take part in class discussions, lab activities and group work: being a participant is much better than being a spectator. 2. Summit Hill Junior High is supporting the Common Core State Standards with the increased rigor in the area of science and we have adopted the Next Generation Science Standards.
3. It is your responsibility to have all assignments completed on time and to be prepared mentally for the day's lesson.  You must have your textbook, science folder, three subject spiral, assignment notebook, paper, pencil and pen everyday.  

4. You must be in your seat when the bell rings or you will be marked tardy.  Three tardies will earn you a detention.  Every tardy after the 3rd tardy earns an automatic detention for the rest of each quarter.

BE RESPONSIBILE

3. Follow directions the first time they are given.  
4. Complete all assignments to the best of your ability and turn homework in on time.  

- If a student has three missing assignments in a class during a quarter, I will issue a referral.  Like all behaviors, I will issue the student a warning on the first instance. On the second instance, I will issue a second warning/minor and contact parent. On the third occurrence, a major referral will be issued, parent will be contacted, and a detention is will be issued.

5. Be successful by trying your hardest, accomplishing your goals and working well with others.

BE RESPECTFUL

1. Listen carefully during instruction time. 

2. Be respectful by not interrupting recognized speaker.  
3. Raise your hand and wait to be called on upon before you speak.  
4. Be cooperative and encourage other’s opinions and participation. 
5. Respect other’s rights to freedom from harassment, bullying and intimidation. 
BE SAFE  

1. Follow all safety rules during lab activities.

2. Read directions/procedures carefully.

3. Use equipment and items for their intended purposes. 

4. Keep your hands and feet to yourself at all times. 

BEHAVIORAL CONSEQUENCES

· 3rd occurrence of the same problematic behavior will develop into a detention
