#1. Use a semicolon to put two sentences together without a conjunction.

EX- I am happy; he is sad.

EX- We will bring the following items: bread, milk, cheese, and soda.

#2. Use a colon in time, in business letters, and to signal important items.

EX- 4:00 p.m.

Attention: Do not fall asleep.

Use ’s for possessives of most singular nouns.

Ex.  Child’s toy

Use only an apostrophe with plural words ending in -s or -es.

Ex.  All of the boys’ toys….

       
Three cats’ footprints….

Use ’s for possessive plurals not ending in -s.

Ex.  The children’s books….

        
The three deer’s antlers….

Add ’s to the last word of a compound noun to show ownership.

Ex. Mother-in-law’s necklace

Use ’s with indefinite pronouns to show possession.
